MAY THEY REST IN PEACE 

The Most Holy Body 
and Blood of Christ 

11 June 2023 

We celebrate today Christ's 
gift to us of the Eucharist, the 

source and summit of our life together 
as the Church.  The Council of Trent 
(1545 to 1563), declared that we 
must honour Our Lord Jesus Christ in 
the Holy Eucharist publicly so that 
those who observed the faith of   
Catholics in the Most Holy Eucharist 
might be attracted to the Eucharistic 
Lord and believe in the Divinity of Our 
Lord Jesus Christ, present in this great   
Sacrament.  

"The Catholic Church teaches that in 
the Eucharist, the Body and Blood of 
the God-man are really, truly,       
substantially, and abidingly present 
together with his soul and divinity by 
reason of the Transubstantiation of 
the bread and wine into the Body and 
Blood of Christ.  This takes place in 
the unbloody sacrifice of the Mass."  

By receiving Holy Communion we    
become Christ-bearers with the duty 
of conveying Christ to others, As we 
celebrate this great feast of faith, let 
us worship what St. Thomas Aquinas 
did not   hesitate to call, "the greatest 
miracle that Christ ever worked on 
earth.   Before the greatness of this 
mystery, let us repeat St. Thomas 
Aquinas' prayer of devotion in the 
presence of the Blessed Sacrament:   

"O Sacrament most holy!           
O Sacrament Divine!                    

All praise and all thanksgiving      
be every moment Thine!"
